Brief review on evaluations in the previous year and follow-up measures:

Last year, we integrated National Education elements in the curriculum through storytelling sessions and GE lesson design. Each  level  has
reviewed in GE curriculum in their co-planning meetings and develop national education materials for at least a unit (P.2,4,5,6: 1 unit; P.1,3: 2 units).
The next step this year is to modify the design to encompass the three domains of learning: cognition, affection, and action so as to make national
education more impactful to students.

In addition, participating in various inter-school and intra-school competitions has expanded students' perspectives and enhanced their positive
mindset. Students have actively engaged in both external and internal competitive events, gaining invaluable experience. Moving forward, we plan to
encourage students to involve in more inter-school contests while also organizing intra-school competitions.

Furthermore, the implementation of Chi Tat Voice and online assignments has enhanced the effectiveness of our innovative science education
approach. Student participation in these initiatives has been satisfactory. To further cultivate self-directed learning beyond the classroom, we intend to
design and upload self-learning worksheets on TEAMS. This will enable students to conduct their own review and preparation prior to assessments.

The PERS and SPERS schemes have effectively broadened students' vocabulary. These schemes encourage reading the PERS book series and
participating in PERS gatherings, as well as engaging in SPERS self-directed learning practices, all of which have expanded students’ vocabulary
bank. Additionally, the inclusion of dictionary-checking questions in PS1 WS and TT WS assignments has further assisted students in developing
their vocabulary. This year, we would like to create a stronger and more motivating reading atmosphere to cultivate a stronger reading habit among
students.
